8(g) Competitive Grants …. 
      Get an early start!       
 
 The Louisiana Education Quality 
Trust Fund (LEQTF) has been providing 
grants and funding for projects at all levels of education 
for nearly 20 years now. The trust fund began in 1986 
when the state received $541 million from a settlement 
with the federal government over oil and gas revenues.  
The bulk of the proceeds from the settlement were put 
into a trust for education, the Louisiana Education Quality 
Support Trust Fund. Earnings from the trust fund are di-
vided each year between the Board of Elementary and 
Secondary Education (BESE) and Board of Regents 
(Regents) with the priority of promoting research and 
education.  
 The 8(g) Competitive Grant Program is one of 
three LEQTF grant programs administered by BESE and 
the 8(g) Staff.  Competitive grant guidelines are released 
in December of each year and applications are due in 
February.  The maximum grant award to an individual 
school is $100,000 and each school is limited to one ap-
plication.   
 This grant is highly competitive and all regula-
tions must be followed carefully to avoid disqualification. 
In addition, applicants have a very short time to complete 
the application with the December – February timeline 
that also includes the Winter break and Mid-term. There-
fore, schools interested in applying for an 8(g) should 
begin working on their applications now.  Even though 
BESE may make changes to the guidelines and the focus 
areas, there are still parts of the application that can be 
completed at this time,   
 Schools may request a copy of last year’s guide-
lines by sending an email to pduhon@ebrschools.org.  
Just remember that you may need to make changes to 
your draft to insure that you meet the new guidelines and 
that you use the 2009-10 forms.

Grant Writing Myths 
 
 For many, grant writing is a mystical career.  Most people who have never written a grant and some who 
have only experience grant writing a time or two and were frustrated by it are often somewhat in awe of those who 
can write a competitive grant proposal.  It is a misunderstood field – in general, people just do not get it when it 
comes to what is involved in grant seeking.  Because there is so much confusion about what grant writing is all 
about, there are also many myths that accompany it. 
 
Myth 1.  Grants are for things. 
 Nothing can be further from the truth.  While grant budgets can 
be used to purchase goods and services, grants are generally for the 
benefit of people.  Program plans must be presented that show how the 
lives of particular groups of individuals will be improved.  If a proposal is 
written that simply extols the value of some piece of technology or a new 
building, few grantors will seriously entertain funding it. 
 
Myth 2.  Grants are free money. 
 It would be wonderful if it were true that grants are free money.  
Unfortunately, they are not.  Grants are contracts.  You pledge to perform 
certain activities or services in return for grant funds.  If you do not per-
form according to the contract, you can be forced to return the funds.  In 
some cases, you could be charged with a crime if grant funds – particu-
larly those granted by a local, state, or federal government – are know-
ingly misspent. 
 
Myth 3.  Grant writing requires knowledge of special words and 
terms. 
 Grant seeking does not require the grant writer to know special terms and phrases.  It does, however, require 
clarity and conciseness.  Grant writers should diligently avoid the use of acronyms and steer clear of industry-specific 
terms and phrases.  It is highly possible that the person (s) reviewing a grant proposal in unfamiliar with the teaching 
profession or education field.  Use of jargon and acronyms and naming programs throughout the proposal without 
first providing detailed explanation could well leave the reviewer shaking his or her head in confusion.  Most review-
ers do not have much time to contemplate what a grant writers means so if the proposal isn’t easy to understand, it is 
likely to end up in the unfunded pile. 
 
Myth 4.  Grants should be developed and written by a grant writer because they know what the funder wants 
to read. 
 It is helpful to include the grant writer on the team that meets to plan and develop the program that will be 
funded by the grant.  However, the persons who will implement the program, as well as people from the business 
office, human resources, and purchasing should also be involved in program development.  The grant writer’s job is 
to write the proposal to the specifications of the grantor; however, it should never be a job that is done in a vacuum. 
 
Myth 5.  Grants are only awarded to people with connections. 
 This is partially true.  Local, state, and federal competitive grants should be awarded to the organizations that 
submit the best program plans.  There should not be any awards made simply because someone in a governmental 
office knows the person submitting an application.  There are times, however, when one of the highest scoring pro-
posals is not awarded the grant as a result of the need to distribute awards across the state or country. 
 On the other hand, foundation and corporate grants are frequently made to organizations that are known by 
the grantor.  In fact, it is far more common for grants, especially large grants, to be made to nonprofit organizations 
chosen or known by the grantor.  Applications are often more a formality than a necessity.  It is very important for 
nonprofits to develop and nourish relationships that may be mutually beneficial. 
 
Myth 6.  Anyone can get a grant. 
 Some of the more unscrupulous advertisers would have us believe that everyone is eligible for a grant if only 
it is requested.  This is not true.  There are some government programs that are available to individuals, but there are 
very specific requirements that must be met to qualify for the funding.  For the most part, only nonprofit organizations

are eligible to receive grants.  Some grantors will give to schools and school districts as nonprofit governmental enti-
ties.  Others give grants only to organizations that have received 501(c)(3) tax status from the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice. 
 These are tough economic times – for state, schools, families, and corporations.  Some of the businesses 
that have historically been generous to education are fighting to stay out of bankruptcy.  There is still grant money 
available.  However, it is likely there will be more grant seekers approaching fewer grant makers for funding. 
 
 It is imperative that grant seekers carefully choose which funders to approach for support.  When developing 
proposals, they need to tell their story carefully and clearly.  While providing proof of need is important, the grant 
seeker should also full describe their program plan.  Grants do not necessarily go to the applicant with the greatest 
needs.  They usually are awarded to those program plans that have the greatest likelihood of success.
